District 10    Senator Linda Gray – R 

Since 2001, Senator Linda Gray has sponsored, cosponsored or voted yes for final passage on 10 Scientology bills aimed at limiting access to treatment and medication for children with mental health disorders.

On August 6, 2005, Rep. Gray traveled to California to attend a Scientology Celebrity Anniversary Gala paid for by the Citizens Commission on Human Rights (CCHR).  The CCHR was co-founded by the church of Scientology and is still supported by it today.  Defending her trip on the floor of the Senate on March 14, 2006 she stated that she had gone to California to look at a phonics program.  The program, “Applied Scholastics” created by the Scientologists and based on a series of books written in 1967 by their founder L. Ron Hubbard, is based on his revelation that “The misunderstood word in a subject produces a vast panorama of mental effects and is the prime factor involved in stupidity,” The chief solution he propounds is simple:  “students must learn to use a dictionary when they encounter an unfamiliar or confusing word.”

Senator Gray as quoted by the Arizona Republic March 11, 2006 in Amanda Crawford’s article on Scientology and the Legislature:  “I think they (members of the commission) are right, predominantly, when it comes to psychotropic drugs,” said Gray.  She was sponsor of the Scientology bill SB1414 which she said was “pretty much” drafted by the group.

Gray is also a member of the National Foundation of Women Legislators (NFWL) representing Region 7, which includes Arizona, and is the Chairman of the Education Committee.  In recent years the Scientologists have infiltrated the board of the NFWL.  Among their membership is the current President of the CCHR who is their Treasurer and also the chair of the Special Education Committee.  In 2005 the NRWL held their national convention in Arizona. “Model legislation” was distributed which later surfaced as SB1414, schools; mental health screenings; consent in the 2006 legislative session.

Since 1999, Representative Mark Anderson has sponsored, cosponsored and /or supported all 15 Scientology bills that have been introduced.  All of these bills were aimed at limiting access to treatment and medication to children with mental health disorders.  

Senator Anderson traveled to Mexico with other Arizona legislators to tour a private prison which utilizes the Second Chance Drug Detox and Rehabilitation Program.  This program is based on “technologies developed by L. Ron Hubbard.”  These technologies consist of sweat lodges to rid the body of toxins and massive doses of vitamins that have been proven to cause liver damage.  (Within the Church of Scientology, this program is called the Purification Rundown.  All members are required to purchase these services.) This trip was paid for by the CCHR prior to being registered as a lobbyist organization with the Secretary of State.  Upon his return he offered an amendment to a House department of corrections bill that would have funded a prison drug detox and rehabilitation program. This bill would have placed in statue requirements that this program meet the same specifications as the Second Chance Program.  The amendment was defeated when the bill’s sponsor, Representative Elaine Richardson pulled the bill rather than have it pass with the amendment attached.
